We will explore the perspectives of interpreters, teachers, students and other professionals.

This video conference will cover techniques that are required to effectively interpret for a variety of child signers utilizing different sign modalities. We will view sign models across all ages in the K-12 setting.

This video conference will cover classifiers used to convey a variety of concepts that one frequently encounters in K-12 science and geography/social studies classrooms. We will cover classifiers for all grade levels.

This training will assist educational interpreters to prepare for the EIPA Written Test. The discussions will encompass a comprehensive overview of the information that is critical to the success of interpreters working in education settings.
