· Rules/Regulations, Dress Code, & Participant Behavior Standards Agreements_______ 
1. Alcoholic Beverages, illegal drugs, fireworks, explosives, smoking or chewing tobacco products, candles, incense, fires, matches, and/or lighters knives and/or weapons are not allowed.

2. Gambling is a violation of state laws and is not permitted.

3. Only press fire alarms IF there is an actual emergency.

4. No members of the opposite sex, except parents, guardians and/or camp staff are permitted in the 
cabins/rooms
5. Participants will be supervised by a MCDHHP staff at all times. If participants want to visit a location, a staff member must accompany them.

6. Foot protection (shoes, sandals & flip-flops) are to be worn at all times except at the waterfront and or in the cabins. This includes the areas between the cabins and the waterfront.

Participant Behavior Standards

The following behavior standards must be strictly followed:
If your child is unable to comprehend the basics of these instructions;

1. All participants must be able to sleep the entire night alone, in their own bed.

Major/Minor Violation List
